The population is
1,200,000.00. The endemic folk -
Komis - predominate.

The capital city is called Syk-
tyvkar.

Most of Komi territory is cov-
ered by forests. Up North, the Tun-
dra with scant vegetation stretches
out, merging farther up into perma-
frost areas. Komi’s eastern border
runs alongthe Urals mountain range.
The highest Urals peak in the area -
the People’s Mount (1984 m.) - is
located within the Komi territory.
One of Europe’s major rivers - the
Pechora (total length 1814 kms.) -
[flows, for the most part, across Komi
territory.

The Komi fauna lists over 50
species of mammals, and over 200 -
of birds.

Voluminous deposits of natu-
ral resources are concentrated in
Komi, and are being prospected and
developed. The republic’s natural
resources include oil, natural gas,
coal, shale, titanic ore, bauxites, non
-ferrous and rare metals, etc.

“The Tender North” is e striking name

Valeri Matytsyn, a master of photography, has selected for
his exhibition in Moscow, featuring most of the works herein
reproduced. Ruthless, wild, extreme—those are the common
epithets usually applied to the north of Russia. What’s that
about— “tender”? Well, even if it’s resonant with the noise of
alpine ravines and waterfalls, gushes of wind through the
pinetrees, the whirlwind of outdoor festivities, or blizzardy,
snowy, it’s tender all the same.

No hurry to turn the page. Try and look and listen a little
closer, hold your breath as though at sunrise, in the mist,
shivering in the morning cool, standing right in front of a
black wooden fencing out in the emerald meadow in June.

“Zyryan province is wild and ruthless, but there’s a beauty
to its wildness”,—wrote A.V. Kruglov, a sketch writer, last
century.— “The Zyryan woods are enchanting and captivating
in their primordial wildness. Their very monotony is paradox-
ically variegated”.

“Would-be art is everywhere in these parts,—chimed in
P.V. Zasodimski, a Narodnik movement figure,—I wish Sh-
ishkin were here, I thought, to gorge on subject matter for his
paintings”.

A century has gone by, but what of it? More centuries had
gone before, more are still to come and go, roll by, rattle by.
Time is superfluous here. What does time matter when on
those steep hills, limitless overflowed rivers, in the trusting and
wise eyes of a moose, the yellowish frightened gaze of a
pizhma, the bloodshot beads of a snowball tree—and in every-
thing that’s called Nature—the Eternity rests, petrified.

Komi land, perya maa, the ancient northernmost outskirt
of Russia, baptised by St. Stephan and unchristened by sinner
Joseph, you have been through countless troubles, you have
cried a lot, you’ve read burial services for many, but there

were just as many gone without any name or service.
How many times has the mythical Iron Svyokor, Kort
Ayka, come back with a vengeance—still furious the
kind and steadfast Zyryan folk once declined to adopt
his evil ways.

The ancient Komis had never used to build forti-
fications around their river-side settlements, and had
always greeted alien travelers and merchants as friends.
Similarly, the Komi land has stayed open ever since to
all those things we call, perhaps erroneously, civiliza-
tion. Many a time had mindless and cruel strangers
(later on, locals as well), who had come of their own
free will or had been sent in exile, taken advantage of
the kindness and childlike indefensibility of the Komis.
Ivan Toropov, a Komi writer, recalls: “Back when I
was a kid, they used to tie all the dogs in the village tight
to fences, so they would not go roam the woods harass-
ing young animals and birds. Komi folk had never used
to mindlessly offend the mysterious and merciful Par-
ma, which gave them food to eat, clothes to wear, warmth,
and every other earthly bliss and blessing...”

As if intentionally, the authors featured in this cata-
logue have steered clear of each and every place indus-
trialized or urbanized, focusing instead on things peren-
nial and, hence, more momentous. The world this cata-
logue takes you to may strike you as somewhat idealistic.
This could be true, too. Do not hurry to turn pages,
though, have another look, listen once again: maybe the
tender and eternal North is calling out to you to enter its
enchanted kingdom, to partake of the lucid springs that
have nourished the soul of the people whose name this
country bears—the Komi.
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
